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In 2009, the City experienced a 1.3-percent decrease in sales and use 
tax revenue, and although there have 
been signs that the economy is slowly 
beginning to recover, City officials 
project  zero growth in sales and use 
tax revenue in 2010. The downsizing of 
operations at the Wentzville General 
Motors plant, a stagnant housing mar-
ket, and a continued lack of consumer 
confidence and spending have all taken 
their effect on the City’s budget. As a 
result, the bottom line of the City’s 2010 
Budget reflects more than a $2-million 
reduction in operational costs from the 
2009 Budget. 

City officials’ goal is to maintain a bal-
anced budget reflective of the current 
economic climate, but at the same time 
sustain the necessary level of services 
for residents. Sound, conservative fiscal 
management in better economic times 
will enable the City to ride out the cur-
rent economic downturn in better con-
dition than many municipalities. Cuts, 
however, had to be made to ensure the 
City ends 2010 on as sound of a financial 
footing as it began the year. 

One cut was a reduction of the City’s 
workforce by a total of four percent by 
implementing a hiring freeze on vacant 
positions. In addition, the City made 

changes to employees health care that netted a nearly 10-percent 
reduction in costs. Another measure 
the City took included combining City 
contracts on a citywide basis, result-
ing in increased efficiencies and cost 
savings. 

Nearly 40 percent of the $2-million 
cost reduction was in deferred capital 
and supplemental expenditures. The 
City put off $803,874 in planned pur-
chases for better economic times. All 
total, expenditures in eight of nine of 
the City’s primary budget funds in the 
2010 Budget were reduced from their 
levels in the City’s 2009 Budget.

Going forward, the City will continue 
its cautious approach for expenditures. 
With economic conditions, one must 
continually review and measure the 
past in order to accurately gauge one’s 
present position. For that reason, even 
once the general economy begins to 
recover, the impact of the recovery 
on the City’s revenue stream will be 
delayed.

Operational Costs Reduced by More Than $2 Million in 2010 Budget

MOVE	CARS	
OFF	STREETS	
WHEN	SNOW	IS	
PREDICTED

After a snowfall, cars parked on 
streets and in cul-de-sacs pres-
ent real problems for snowplow 
crews, especially if two cars are 
parked across from each other. In 
some instances, there is not enough room for 
snowplows to safely plow between the cars. When that happens, streets must be left 
unplowed. 

Moving your car anytime snow is predicted not only makes it easier for snowplows to 
clear your street more effectively, it also lets you avoid the problem of digging through 
a snow pile to get to your car afterward. Remember to move your car before the snow-
storm next time. You, your neighbors and our snowplow crews will all be glad you did. 
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The City’s budget is made up of 14 separate Funds. All City expenses and 
revenues are assigned to a designated Fund.  Nine of these Funds are for 
operational expenses, and in the 2010 Budget, eight of these nine opera-
tional Funds are reduced from their 2009 level. 

Seven significant Funds in the 2010 Budget are the General, Park, 
Transportation, Capital, Stormwater, Water, and Wastewater Funds. These 
seven funds total nearly $36 million, and represent approximately 80 percent 
of the total 2010 Budget. Below is a brief overview of those seven Funds.

General Fund
The 2010 General Fund Budget 

is $15,136,740, representing 
roughly 24 percent of the total 
2010 City Budget. Major revenue 
sources for the General Fund are 
property taxes, sales/use tax, 
gross receipts, fines/forfeitures, 
and non-revenue receipts. Much 
of the operational expenses for City departments are drawn from the 
General Fund.

Transportation Fund
Transportation Fund expen-

ditures in the 2010 Budget are 
$7,073,771, making it the second-
largest Fund in the 2010 Budget, 
and representing about 16 per-
cent of the total Budget. Capital 
outlay makes up approximately 
79 percent of the total forecasted 
expenditures in the 2010 Transportation Fund Budget. The two primary rev-
enue sources for the City’s 2010 Transportation Fund are intergovernmental 
funding (61.2%), and sales/use tax (30%).

Water Fund
The Water Fund Budget is 

the third-largest Fund in the 
2010 Budget, and represents 
approximately 10 percent of the 
total 2010 Budget. Operational 
expenses for this Fund in 2010 
are projected to be $4,451,420. 
Approximately 66 percent of that 
total is for the other-charges/services category, which includes the cost of 
wholesale water purchases and restocking meters. Charges for services 
represent the largest revenue source for this Fund—approximately 98 per-
cent. The City’s wholesale water provider, Public Water Supply District #2, 
has notified the City they will increase their rates, effective January 2010. 
As a result, the average resident water bill will increase by about $2.52. 

Wastewater Fund
Expenditures for the 2010 Wastewater Fund are projected at $3,798,396. 

Charges for services represent 84 
percent of this Fund’s total revenue.  
The 2010 Wastewater Fund Budget 
includes a proposed customer 
rate increase that would affect the 
average customer’s monthly bill by 
approximately $3.78, based on the 
average customer use of 5,000 gal-
lons per month. Wastewater rates 
are based on customers’ winter water consumption. This rate increase 
was anticipated with the issuance of the 2005 SRF financing for Phase 1 of 
the treatment plant expansion.

Park Fund
The 2010 Park Fund Budget is 

$2,372,563. The largest source 
of revenue for the Park Fund is 
from charges for services, which 
accounts for a little more than 40 
percent of its revenue. The second 
largest revenue source is from 
taxes, which accounts for a little 
more than 21 percent.

Capital Sales Tax Fund
Capital Sales Tax Fund expen-

ditures for 2010 are forecasted at 
$2,201,235. The primary expense 
category in 2010 is in transfers to 
other Funds, totaling $1,672,602. 
The two largest transfers are 
$634,018 to the Wastewater 
Fund to cover debt service pay-
ments, and $572,590 to the Stormwater Fund to incorporate the Board of 
Aldermen’s goal of addressing storm water issues in the City. Nearly all of 
the 2010 Capital Sales Tax Fund revenue comes from sales and use taxes, 
with less than one percent coming from interest. 

Storm Water Fund
The Storm Water Fund is the 

only Budget Fund in 2010 that was 
increased from its 2009 level. This 
portion of the City’s Budget covers 
capital expenses for correcting 
storm water problems in the City, 
and the Board of Aldermen felt 
extra funds were needed to address some current storm water issues. The 
2010 Storm Water Fund Expense Budget is $695,727, up from $379,551 in 
2009.  The Fund’s largest expense category is capital outlay, which com-
prises over 82 percent of the 2010 Stormwater Fund Budget. The second 
largest expense category is for personnel services, which comprises 
nearly 12 percent of this Fund’s Budget total. 

OVERVIEW OF SEVEN OPERATING FUNDS

Recycling is always a good idea, but now you can be rewarded for 
doing it.

Use your blue recycling cart 
the City provided you to recycle your household waste, and be sure 
to have it at the curb for pickup every Wednesday, by 6:00 a.m.  Each 
month, the City will select a number of addresses at random, through-
out the City. Each of the addresses may be checked up to two times 
during that month. If those homes are recycling, they will win a $75 
Recycling Rewards Prize Basket, filled with restaurant and local enter-
tainment gift cards and eco-friendly products. Prizes will be distributed 
equally between all City Wards, and each address can only win one 

prize basket per year.
In addition to the monthly prize winners, two 

times per year the addresses that were veri-
fied recyclers will be entered to win a grand 
prize of an Energy Star Appliance, valued at up 
to $1,500. It’s that easy to win big just for recy-
cling! The Grand prize winners will be announced on 
Earth Day and America Recycles Day.

As we move into a new year, I thought it 
was appropriate to look at what I believe 
was our biggest accomplishment in 
2009 and what I see as our biggest chal-
lenge in 2010. After reviewing the past 
12 months and looking at what awaits 
us in 2010, it became clear that both our 
biggest accomplishment and our biggest 
challenge could be summed up in three 
words—it’s the economy. 

In 2009, I think our biggest accomplishment was ending the year with 
a balanced budget that left nearly all City fund balances in better shape 
than they were at the beginning of the year.  We achieved this feat despite 
18 months of the worst recession our country has seen in 70 years. If you 
don’t agree ending 2009 with all budget funds in sound position is a great 
achievement, I suggest you look at some of the recent news reports on the 
abysmal financial conditions of many other municipalities and states. 

We didn’t get to that enviable position through lucky happenstance. 
We achieved it by a willingness to make tough midyear budget cuts, 
and through years of conservative financial management in good times. 
I discussed the measures we took to achieve a balanced budget in my 
November-December Vision article, so I won’t go into it in depth at this time. 
If you would like to see it, you can download a copy of that edition of the 

Vision from the City’s Web site at www.wentzvillemo.org.  
When I look to the foreseeable future in 2010, I have to conclude our 

biggest challenge will be to end 2010 on a high note financially, while still 
maintaining the level of services our residents need. I don’t have to tell you 
news reports on the economy have been a mixed bag for months. One day 
reports say we’re beginning to climb out of the recession, but a few days 
later reports indicate recovery may be a ways off. As I write this article, 
the housing market is still down, unemployment is rising, our tax revenue is 
either flat or dropping, and turmoil in the credit market continues.  

These obviously are not the best economic circumstances for starting 
out a new year, but I’m confident that at the end of 2010 we’ll be able to 
say we’ve met the challenge and remain sound financially. Our City staff 
and elected officials already laid the groundwork for success with the 2010 
Budget. For instance, the 2010 Budget reduces the City’s workforce by four 
percent, reduces the expenditures in eight of the nine operating funds, and 
reduces operational costs by more than $2 million. Just like many of our 
residents, we’re economizing wherever we can and putting off some major 
expenses until better economic times. 

This is just a brief mention of some of the ways we’re working to meet 
the challenges the economy has presented. The bottom line is we’re doing 
whatever is necessary to keep our City financially sound. I invite our resi-
dents to talk to me and the members of our Board of Aldermen. The more 
residents share their thoughts with us, the better job we can do represent-
ing them.

Mayor’s Comment
2009-2010—ACCOMPLISHMENTS AND CHALLENGES
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When the economy falters, sometimes people fall for scams they 
wouldn’t even consider during better 
economic times. The Wentzville Police 
Department warns residents to be 
alert to offers that may be nothing 
more than a way to scam residents out 
of their hard-earned savings. 

These scams can come to residents 
as e-mails, letters, or phone calls. 
However people are approached, they 
should be highly suspicious of unso-
licited contacts that request personal 
information or account numbers, or 
promises them money in exchange for 
fees or other services. Below are sev-
eral scams that are currently being 
perpetrated on people.

There are numerous scams 
going on at the moment where 
people are contacted by 
phone, stating they have won 
a large amount of money.  In 
this scam, the caller asks the winner to send money to a certain address 
as a “processing fee.” The person who thinks he or she has won prize 
money sends the processing fee, but then never receives the winnings.

Other scams relate to a person posing as a bank representative. The 
so-called bank representative gives a reason why he or she needs a 

person’s bank account information. Once the scammer has the account 
information, money is taken out of the person’s account.   

Another scam is when a person is contacted 
in regards to a large amount of money in the 
form of a check or a money order.  The person 
who is being scammed is asked to cash the 
check and send only a portion of the money 
to a certain address, but to keep the rest of 
the money. What happens with this scam is 
after people have cashed the check and sent 
one of their checks for the specified portion 
to the requested address, they will find out 
that the check they received wasn’t good. The 
bank will then deduct the amount of the phony 
check from the victim’s account.

These are just a few of the  numerous 
scams being worked at this very moment.  

To keep from becoming a victim, don’t 
give out personal information to 
anyone who calls or e-mails you 
requesting it. Also, remember the old 
adage, “If it sounds to good to be true, 

then it probably isn’t true.” If you suspect a scam is being perpetrated, 
do not cooperate with the perpetrator and contact your local authorities. 
Also, contact the authorities if you’ve already been scammed. It may be 
embarrassing to admit you’ve fallen for one of those schemes, but report-
ing them is the only way to ensure other people don’t fall victim to these 
scam artists. 

DON’T BE A VICTIM OF A SCAM
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Home Weatherization—
Saves Money, Adds Comfort 

If heating bills have you reeling from sticker 
shock, take a walk around your house and see 
if it is properly weatherized. A little effort and 
money spent now on weatherizing your home 
will not only save on heating bills in the winter, 
but will also save on air-conditioning costs 
next summer.  Below is a list of things to look 
for that will let you know if there is something you can do to better 
weatherize your home.  
• Walk around the exterior of your home and seal up any cracks or 

gaps you find with an exterior grade of caulk.  Pay particular atten-
tion to gaps around electric or gas meters, air conditioning lines, 
exterior receptacles and hose bibs. 

• Check for gaps under and around door jambs that may leak air.  If 
a candle flickers when passed near the door, this area may need 
caulking, sealing or weather-stripping.  Products for threshold and 
sweep infiltration can be purchased at local hardware stores and 
installed in minutes. 

• Check windows for air admittance, and tighten any locks.  Seals can 
be checked for leakage in the same manner as doors.  Leaking win-
dows can be repaired with new weather-stripping.

• Install rubber gaskets behind outlet and switch plates on exterior 
walls.

• Check the insulation placed at the exterior cavity between each joist 
in the basement.  Insulation blankets may have settled or moved out 
of place.
Sealing up the cracks and gaps in your home’s exterior could 

reduce your heating and cooling bills by as much as 10 percent.  For 
additional information about weatherizing your home, check out the 
Department of Energy’s Web site at www.doe.gov.

City Parks & Recreation Gains Ground 
With Grant—But Still Short of Goal

Wentzville is about to get its first soccer field, thanks to a $30,802 Land and 
Water Conservation Fund grant the City received. In addition to the grant 
funds, City funding of $27,647 and private donations of $10,000 will round out 
the approximately $68,450 needed for planned improvements at Memorial 
Park.

The new soccer field is good news for Wentzville kids wanting to partici-
pate in the sport. Currently, the City’s soccer program is limited to Soccer 
Tots, because the City has only one field and it is mainly used for football. 
The Little League Football Association has approximately 800 youth partici-
pating in spring and fall leagues. 

According to National Standards recommendations for a city the size of 
Wentzville, which is approximately 26,000,  Wentzville should have 8 soccer 
fields, 8 football fields, 17 ball diamonds, 4 pools, 19 picnic shelters, 19 play-
grounds, 11 tennis courts and 6.5 miles of trails. By contrast, the City has no 
soccer fields, 1 football field, 3 ball diamonds, 1 pool, 7 picnic 
shelters, 5 playgrounds, 2 tennis courts, and 1.3 miles of trails.

In addition to the installation of soccer/football goals, 
the improvements will include park benches, a new 
playground, and safety surfacing in play areas. The 
new additions along with the removal of existing 
fencing, concrete slabs, the existing 
playground and pea gravel will not only 
enhance the park, but also meet current 
safety guidelines and ADA requirements. The project 
is expected to be completed before the end of 2010.

Economic constraints hit the City’s finances in 2009, the same as it did 
many families. As housing starts and consumer spending slowed, tax 
revenues that fund capital improvement projects dwindled. Some proj-
ects originally scheduled for 2009 were delayed to 2010. Four of the eight 
2010 capital improvement projects listed below were held over from 2009. 
TRANSPORTATION PROJECTS
Design Project

Church Street:  Church Street is the 
only design project scheduled for this 
year; however, the design of this proj-
ect actually began in December 2009.  
Currently, Church Street is a narrow, 
three-lane road without sidewalks. The 
substandard lane widths frequently cause 
traffic congestion, especially when activi-
ties are held at St. Patrick’s School. Plans 
for this project include widening the road 
to current safety standards and provid-
ing sidewalks on both sides. As Church 
Street at I-70 is a primary entrance to 
Wentzville’s Village Center area, this proj-
ect will be closely tied to the Downtown 
Study recently completed, and will implement aesthetic elements of the 
final plan. Renovations on Church Street are expected to begin in the 
spring of 2011 and will take approximately 12 months to complete.
Construction Projects:  Two of the transportation construction projects 
scheduled for this year, Interstate Dr. III 
and Old Business 61, were carried over 
from 2009.

Interstate Drive III: This extension of 
Interstate Drive consists of a four- and 
five-lane road, with sidewalks that will 
connect Wilmer Road to Hepperman 
Road. Funding for the road will come from 
the City’s capital funds, the St. Charles 
County Road Board, and from the City’s 
transportation sales tax. The project is 
expected to be completed by late 2010.

Old Business 61: This project will 
improve Old Business 61 from Pitman 
Avenue to Wall Street. The existing dete-
riorating, two-lane asphalt road will be 
reconstructed to a new three-lane asphalt 
section with concrete curbs, gutters and 
a sidewalk on both sides of the road. 
One major new feature in this project is 
a roundabout at the intersection of Old 
61, Wall Street and Main Plaza Drive. 
Construction on the project is scheduled 
to begin this spring, and is estimated to 
take 12 months to complete. Primary fund-
ing sources for this project are the City of 
Wentzville, St Charles County Road Board, 
and the East West Coordinating Council of Governments.

Mexico Rd.: This project will improve several sight-distance problems 
along Mexico Road, from Route A to just north of the Highland Estates 
subdivision entrance.  Improvements include upgrading the existing 
two-lane asphalt road to a three-lane concrete road with sidewalks on 
both sides and an enclosed storm water drainage system.  The City is 
currently finishing up acquisition of right-of-way and easements on this 

project, and anticipates bidding the project out this spring. Construction, 
which is anticipated to begin this summer, should take about 18 months 
to complete. 
STORM WATER PROJECTS

Northview Court: This area has had ongoing, localized flooding issues. 
To alleviate the flooding, the City will install a storm water system in sev-
eral rear yards on Northview Court. Once completed, the newly-installed 
system will capture storm water runoff during heavy rain events, and 
direct the runoff into the City’s existing storm system. 

Northview Box Culvert Removal: Two properties on Northview Drive 
have a history of overland storm water runoff problems. To address these 
problems, the City will remove about 250 lineal feet of concrete pipe, and 
re-grade the rear yards to reduce flooding in this area. 

Broken Rock Drive: This project will address creek-bank erosion 
along a creek that runs behind several homes in the 4200 block of Broken 
Rock Drive. The City will correct the problem by installing slope protec-
tion in various locations, which should reduce erosion resulting from the 
discharge of a storm water pipe that empties into the creek.
WASTEWATER

Wastewater Treatment System Phase 2 Expansion and Upgrade: 
This project is one that originally was 
scheduled to begin in 2009. On November 
4, 2008, Wentzville voters approved the 
use of $50 million in State Revolving 
Fund (SRF) bonds to finance Phases 2-5 
of necessary expansions and upgrades 
of the City’s wastewater treatment sys-
tem. The City will begin Phase 2 of the 
expansion this year, using approximately 
$21 million of the approved $50 million. 
Construction of the Phase 2 expansion 
is expected to begin this spring, with the 
expansion going online in the fall of 2012. 
Once the Phase 2 expansion is complet-
ed, the City’s wastewater treatment plant 
will be able to process up to 6.1 million 
gallons of wastewater per day, which is 
estimated to be sufficient for a population 
of up to 43,000. 
WATER

East Booster Station: This project was also originally slated for 2009. 
The City has scheduled the replacement of the existing undersized East 
Booster Pump Station and the construction of a new facility, located 
in the vicinity of Prospect Road and Highway 40. Construction on this 
expansion is expected to start this spring and take approximately 10 
months to complete. Once completed, the expansion will result in 
increased water pressure and volume for residents in that area, and 
enhanced fire protection.

System Expansion: In conjunction with the Mexico Road widening, the 
City will install a 12-inch water main along Mexico Road to reinforce the 
reliability of water pressure and water volume in this area.  
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Church St. improvements will 
widen the road and incorporate 
elements aesthetic elements of 
Wentzville’s Downtown Village 

Center plan.

One of the improvements 
planned for Old Business 61 

is a roundabout at the 
intersections of Old 61, Wall St., 

and Main Plaza Dr.

The scheduled extension 
of Interstate Dr. will run east 
and west from Wilmer Rd. to 

Hepperman Rd. 

Phase 2 of the City’s 
wastewater treatment system 
expansion is schedule to begin 
this spring. The expansion was 
put off from 2009 due to budget 

constraints.
